2. I will establish peace in their families.

3. I will console them in all their troubles.

4. They shall find in My Heart an assured refuge during life and especially at the hour of their death.

5. I will pour abundant blessings on all their undertakings.

6. Sinners shall find in My Heart the source of an infinite ocean of mercy

7. Tepid souls shall become fervent.

8. Fervent souls shall speedily rise to great perfection.

9. I will bless the homes where an image of My Heart shall be exposed and honored.

10. I will give to priests the power of touching the most hardened hearts.

11. Those who propagate this devotion shall have their names written in My Heart, never to be effaced.

12. The all-powerful love of My Heart will grant to all those who shall receive Communion on the First Friday of nine consecutive months the grace of final repentance; they shall not die under my displeasure, nor without receiving their Sacraments; My heart shall be their assured refuge at that last hour.

Support: The heart shaped center shows Mother Mary crying on the front, symbolic of the many tears shed by those affected by this illness. She feels our pain and we need to use her as a part of our support system. The back of the center features the Ecce Homo. It is a reminder of Christ's suffering. If anyone knows what it's like to suffer, He does!! He is another source for support and guidance when we need it the most.
Saints: The charm attached to the center is of St. Peregrine who is the patron saint of Cancer.  The saints are an important resource for us, especially when times get rough.
